3. Within 24 hours of the snow event, each homeowner or renter is required to clear snow and ice from their own driveway and from the sidewalk in front of or adjacent to their homes. Sand should be used as an abrasive only when necessary. The use of any rock salt or any other deicing salts or chlorides, which cause deterioration to concrete, brick, or mortar surfaces, is prohibited.

2025 SNOW REMOVAL POLICY
1. Snow plowing services for contracted HOA areas will begin upon 2” of accumulated snow and will be continuous until all snow removal services have been completed.
2. Common Area parking spaces must have four (4) continuous spaces open in order to be cleared. Areas obstructed by parked vehicles will not be plowed.

a. Please park vehicles in garages and driveways where possible to allow the snow plows to effectively remove the snow from your section.
b. Please use extreme caution when walking your pets during or after a snow event. We advise all residents to proceed with caution and at their own risk. If you can utilize your backyard for the relief of your pet, we suggest this as a viable option until the snow and ice have completely melted.
4. The VOP I Homeowners Association Contracted Areas – The HOA will remove snow from the Market Ridge Blvd Clubhouse parking lot and the sidewalks leading to the Clubhouse, and Section 4 streets  (townhomes). Snow will also be removed from bus stops, townhome mailbox cluster units and fire hydrants.  
5. The Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is responsible for removing snow from Market Ridge Boulevard and the streets in Section 3 and 5 (All Single-Family Homes). Call 800-FOR-ROAD (800-367-7623) for information on snow removal or to inform VDOT of any snow removal problems. TTY users can call 711. For information on road conditions, call 511 or visit www.511Virginia.org. 
a. Road Priorities: Snow is first removed from predetermined Snow Emergency Routes. Roads are cleared from highest to lowest traffic volume. Priority is always given to the roads most needed by the community, generally in the following order:
i. Interstates (I-95, I-66, I-495, etc.)[image: ]
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ii. High-volume routes (Route 15, Route 29, Prince William Parkway, etc.)
iii. Main thoroughfares in neighborhoods or developments
iv. Residential streets
v. Cul-de-sacs
b. VDOT has a web tool that shows the status of plowing in Northern Virginia neighborhoods. The webpage at www.vdotplows.org activates when two or more inches have accumulated. Please see the attached VDOT snow removal FAQ.
